Safety Considerations

Read these Safety Considerations for Operations carefully
before installing air conditioning equipment. After completing
the installation, make sure that the unit operates properly
during the startup operation. Instruct the customer on how to
operate and maintain the unit.

Inform customers that they should store this Operation Manual
with the Installation Manual for future reference.

Meanings of DANGER, WARNING, CAUTION, and NOTE
Symbols:

A DANGER............ Indicates an imminently hazardous
situation which, if not avoided, will result
in death or serious injury.

A WARNING.......... Indicates a potentially hazardous
situation which, if not avoided, could
result in death or serious injury.

A CAUTION........... Indicates a potentially hazardous
situation which, if not avoided, may result
in minor or moderate injury. It may also
be used to alert against unsafe practices.

A NOTE ................. Indicates situations that may result in
equipment or property-damage accidents
only.

o Never let the indoor unit or the remote controller get wet. Water
can cause an electric shock or a fire.

e Never use flammable spray such as hair spray, lacquer, or paint
near the unit. Flammable spray may cause a fire.

e When a fuse blows out, never replace it with one of incorrect
ampere ratings or different wires. Always replace any blown fuse
with a fuse of the same specification.

o Never remove the fan guard of the unit. A fan rotating at high
speed without the fan guard is very dangerous.

o Never inspect or service the unit by yourself. Contact a qualified
service person to perform this work.

e Turn off all electrical power before doing any maintenance to avoid
the risk of serious electric shock; never sprinkle or spill water or
liquids on the unit.

e Do not touch the switch with wet fingers.

Touching a switch with wet fingers can cause electric shock.

e Do not allow children to play on or around the unit to prevent
injury.

e The heat exchanger fins are sharp enough to cut. To avoid injury
wear gloves or cover the fins while working around them.

e Do not put a finger or other objects into the air inlet or air outlet.
The fan is rotating at high speed and will cause injury.

e Check the unit foundation for damage on a continuous basis,
especially if it has been in use for a long time. If left in a damaged
condition the unit may fall and cause injury.

e Placing a flower vase or other containers with water or other
liquids on the unit could cause a shock or fire if a spill occurs.

e Do not touch the air outlet or horizontal blades while the swing
flap is in operation because fingers could get caught and injured.

o Never touch the internal parts of the controller. Do not remove the
front panel because some parts inside are dangerous to touch. To
check and adjust internal parts, contact your dealer.
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e Be sure to establish a ground.
Do not ground the unit to a utility pipe, arrester, or telephone
ground. Incomplete grounding may cause electrical shock, or fire.
A high surge current from lightning or other sources may cause
damage to the air conditioner.

e Be sure to install a ground fault circuit interrupter.
Failure to install a ground fault circuit interrupter may result in
electric shocks, or fire.

— A CAUTION

e Do not use the air conditioner for any other purposes other than
comfort cooling or heating. Do not use the unit for cooling
precision instruments, food, plants, animals or works of art.

Do not place items under the indoor unit as they may be damaged
by condensates that may form if the humidity is above 80% or if the
drain outlet gets blocked.

Before cleaning, stop the operation of the unit by turning the
power off or by pulling the supply cord out from its receptacle.
Otherwise, an electric shock and injury may result.

Do not wash the air conditioner with excessive water. An electric
shock or fire may result.

Avoid placing the controller in a spot splashed with water. Water
entering the controller may cause an electric shock or damage the
internal electronic parts.

Do not operate the air conditioner when using a room fumigation
type of insecticide. Failure to observe this could cause the
chemicals to be deposited in the unit and can endanger the health
of those who are hypersensitive to chemicals.

Do not turn off the power immediately after stopping operation.
Always wait for at least five minutes before turning off the power.
Otherwise, water leakage may occur.

The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm
persons without supervision.

The remote controller should be kept away from children so they
cannot play with it.

Consult with the installation contractor for cleaning.

Incorrect cleaning of the inside of the air conditioner could make
the plastics parts break and cause water leakage or electric shock.
Do not touch the air inlet or aluminum fin of the air conditioner as
they can cut and cause injury.

Do not place objects in direct proximity of the outside unit. Do not
let leaves and other debris accumulate around the unit. Leaves are
a hotbed for small animals which can enter the unit. Once inside
the unit, animals can cause the unit to malfunction, and cause
smoke or fire when they make contact with electrical parts.

e. In cars, boats, and other vehicles.

f. Locations such as kitchens where oil may splatter or where
there is steam in the air.

g. Locations where equipment produces electromagnetic waves.

h. Places with an acid or alkaline mist.

i. Places where fallen leaves can accumulate or where weeds can
grow.

e Do not attempt to do electrical work or grounding work unless you
are licensed to do so. Consult with your dealer for electrical work
and grounding work.

e Pay Attention to operating sound. Be sure to use the following
places:

a. Places that can sufficiently withstand the weight of the air
conditioner yet can suppress the operating sound and vibration
of the air conditioner.

b. Places where warm air from the air outlet of the outside unit or
the operating sound of the outside unit does not annoy
neighbors.

e Make sure that there are no obstacles close to the outside unit.
Obstacles close to the outside unit may drop the performance of
the outside unit or increase the operating sound of the outside
unit.

e Consult your dealer if the air conditioner in operation generates
unusual noise.

e Make sure that the drainpipe is installed properly to drain water. If
no water is discharged from the drainpipe while the air conditioner
is in the cooling mode, the drainpipe may be clogged with dust or
dirt and water leakage from the indoor unit may occur. Stop
operating the air conditioner and contact your dealer.

— A NOTE

o Never press the button of the remote controller with a hard,
pointed object. The remote controller may be damaged.

o Never pull or twist the electric wire of the remote controller. It may

cause the unit to malfunction.

Do not place appliances that produce open flames in places that

are exposed to the air flow of the unit or under the indoor unit. It

may cause incomplete combustion or deformation of the unit due

to the heat.

Do not expose the controller to direct sunlight. The LCD display

can become discolored and may fail to display the data.

Do not wipe the controller operation panel with benzene, thinner,

chemical dust cloth, etc. The panel may get discolored or the

coating can peel off. If it is heavily dirty, soak a cloth in water-

diluted neutral detergent, squeeze it well and wipe the panel clean.

Then wipe it with another dry cloth.

Dismantling of the unit, disposal of the refrigerant, oil, and

additional parts, should be done in accordance with the relevant

local, state, and national regulations.

Operate the air conditioner in a sufficiently ventilated area and not

surrounded by obstacles. Do not use the air conditioner in the

following places.

a. Places with a mist of mineral oil, such as cutting oil.

b. Locations such as coastal areas where there is a lot of salt in
the air.

c. Locations such as hot springs where there is a lot of sulfur in
the air.

d. Locations such as factories where the power voltage varies a
lot.

e Do not pull or twist the remote controller cord, or the remote controller may be damaged.
e Do not use objects with sharp ends to press the buttons on the remote controller, or damage may resulit.

e Press this button to select the operation mode of your preference.

If the unit is operated under the following conditions, the safety device may be activated and the unit becomes not operational or
condensed water drops from an indoor unit.

Note

e Cooling operation:
If the air conditioner is operated continuously while the indoor temperature is 70°F or below and the humidity is 80% or over, the interiors of
the indoor units may cause icing and water leakage may result.

e Heating operation:
The air conditioner may stop operating for protection of the unit if the entering water temperature is 70°F or over.

Operation Procedure

e Operation procedure varies according to the combination of outside unit and remote controller. Read the chapter “What to do
before operation”.

e Do not turn it off during the air conditioning season to ensure a smooth startup operation.

o |f the main power supply is turned off during operation, operation will restart automatically after the power turns back on again.

Note

e Automatic operation (Heat recovery system only)
In this operation mode, cool/heat changeover is automatically conducted.

Two remote controllers control one indoor unit (in case of group control system, one group of indoor units). The unit is

individually operated.

Note

e Contact your Daikin dealer in case of changing the combination or setting of group control and two remote controller control systems.
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Optimum Operation

Observe the following precautions to ensure the system operates properly.
e Prevent direct sunlight from entering a room during cooling operation by using curtains or blinds.
e Do not leave doors and windows open. If the doors and windows remain open, air will flow out of your room causing a decrease
in the cooling or heating effect.
e Do not use other heating devices directly beneath the indoor unit.
If you do, they might get deformed by the heat.
o Never place objects near the air inlet or the air outlet of the unit. It may cause deterioration in the performance or stop the
operation.
e Adjust the room temperature properly for a comfortable environment. Avoid excessive heating or cooling.
e \Ventilate often.
Extended use requires special attention to ventilation.
e Keep the indoor unit and remote controller at least
3.5ft. away from televisions, radios, stereos, and other similar equipment.
Failing to do so may cause static or distorted pictures.
e Make full use of the air flow direction adjustment function.
Cold air gathers on the floor, and warm air gathers in the ceiling.
Set the air flow direction parallel during cooling or dry operation, and set it downwards during heating operation.
Do not let the air blow directly on a person.
e It takes time for the room temperature to reach the set temperature.
Start the operation in advance using schedule operation.

Seasonal Maintenance
& Caution

e Do not touch the air inlets or aluminum fins of the outside or indoor units.
Touching them may result in injury.
e Do not wash the outside or indoor units with water.
An electric shock or fire may result.

On a clear day, use fan operation for around half a day to thoroughly dry out the interior of the unit.
e Refer to chapter “Operation Procedure” for details on fan operation.
Turn off the power.
o When the power is shut off, the characters in the remote controller display are no longer displayed.
o When the power is on, the unit consumes up to several dozen Watts of power.
Turn off the power to conserve energy.

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Following Symptoms are not Air Conditioner Troubles

B The system does not operate

e The air conditioner does not start immediately when restarting or changing the operation mode.
If the operation lamp lights, the system is in normal condition.
To prevent overloading of the compressor motor, the air conditioner starts 5 minutes after it is turned ON again in case it was turned OFF just before.

o If“ ” is displayed on the remote controller and pressing the operation button causes the display to blink for a few
seconds.
This indicates that the central device is controlling the unit.
The blinking display indicates that the remote control cannot be used.
e The system does not start immediately after the power supply is turned on.
Wait 1 minute until the micro computer is prepared for operation.

HIit stops sometimes

e The remote controller display reads “U4” or “U5” and stops but then restarts after a few minutes.
This is because the remote control is intercepting noise from electrical appliances other than the air conditioner, and this prevents communication
between the units, causing them to stop.
Operation automatically restarts when the noise goes away.

B Cool/heat cannot be changed over

e When the display shows “|CONTROLLED|”,

It shows that this is a slave remote controller.
Refer to “Setting the Cool/Heat Change over Master”.

o When the cool/heat selector switch is installed and the display shows “ ”,

This is because cool/heat changeover is controlled by the cool/heat selector. Ask your Daikin dealer where the remote control switch is installed.

B Fan operation is possible, but cooling and heating do not work

o Immediately after the power is turned on.
The micro computer is getting ready to operate. Wait 10 minutes.

B The fan speed does not correspond to the setting

e The fan speed does not change even if the fan speed control button is pressed.
During heating operation, when the room temperature reaches the set temperature, the outside unit goes off and the indoor unit adjusts to a low fan
speed.
This is to prevent cold air from blowing directly on occupants of the room.
The fan speed will not change even if the button is pressed, when another indoor unit is in heating operation.

B The fan direction does not correspond to the setting

e The fan direction does not correspond to the remote control display.
The fan direction does not swing.
This is because the unit is being controlled by the micro computer. Refer to “Adjusting the air flow direction”.
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B White mist comes out of the unit

Indoor unit

o When humidity is high during cooling operation.
If the interior of indoor unit is extremely contaminated, the temperature distribution inside a room becomes uneven. It is necessary to clean the
interior of the indoor unit. Ask your Daikin dealer for details on cleaning the unit. This operation requires a qualified service person.

o Immediately after the cooling operation stops and if the room temperature and humidity are low.
This is because warm refrigerant gas flows back into the indoor unit and generates steam.

H Noise of air conditioners

Indoor unit
e A “zeen” sound is heard immediately after the power supply is turned on.
The electronic expansion valve inside an indoor unit starts working and makes the noise. Its volume will reduce in about 1 minute.
e A continuous low sigh sound is heard when the system is in cooling operation or at a stop.
When the drain pump (an optional accessory) is in operation, this noise is heard.
e A squeaking sound is heard when the system stops after heating operation.
Expansion and contraction of plastic parts caused by temperature change make this noise.
e A low sighing sound is heard while the indoor unit is stopped.
When the other indoor unit is in operation, this noise is heard. In order to prevent oil and refrigerant from remaining in the system, a small amount of
refrigerant is kept flowing.
Outside unit
e When the tone of operating noise changes.
This noise is caused by the change of frequency.

Indoor unit, outside unit

e A continuous low hissing sound is heard when the system is in cooling.
This is the sound of refrigerant gas flowing through both indoor and outside units.

e A hissing sound which is heard at the start or immediately after stopping operation.
This is the noise of refrigerant caused by flow stop or flow change.

EDust comes out of the unit

o When the unit is used after stopping for a long time.
This is because dust has gotten into the unit.

EThe units can give off odors

e During operation.
The unit might absorb the smell of rooms, furniture, cigarettes, etc., and then emit it again.

B The compressor in the outside unit does not stop

e This is to prevent oil and refrigerant from remaining in the compressor. The unit will stop after 5 to 10 minutes.

B The inside of outside unit is warm even when the unit has stopped

e This is because the crankcase heater is warming the compressor so that the compressor can start smoothly.

B Hot air is emitted even though the unit is stopped

e Hot air can be felt when the unit is stopped.
Several different indoor units are being run on the same system, so if another unit is running, some refrigerant will still flow through the unit.
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Following Symptoms are not Air Conditioner Troubles

EDoes not cool very well

o Dry operation.
Dry operation is designed to lower the room temperature as little as possible.
Refer to page 10.

Trouble Shooting

If one of the following malfunctions occur, take the measures shown below and contact your Daikin dealer.

A Warning

e Stop operation and shut off the power if anything unusual occurs, such as a burning smell.
Leaving the unit running under such circumstances may cause breakage, electrical shock, or fire.
Contact your dealer.

o |f a safety device such as a fuse, a breaker or a ground fault circuit interrupter frequently actuates;
Measure : Do not turn on the main power switch.
o |f the ON/OFF switch does not properly work;
